HISTORY
of
SNOWBALL FARM EQUESTRIAN CENTRE

Snowball Farm was first shown on the ordinance survey map in
1853 owned by George Snowball.

Sheila’s father bought Snowball in 1949 running it as a farm,
building up a show herd of Ayreshire cows, pigs and chickens.

In 1969 Sheila inherited the farm. Farming took a downturn
and in 1975 Sheila and her husband started the riding school
with the three family horses and borrowed two horses from the
local Doctor. It took a long time for Sheila to agree to change
the name to Equestrian Centre, she only agreed when she was
told that two children were arguing at school which child went
to the best riding school. One saying “mine is best I go to
Snowball Farm” the other “oh no mine is better I go to an
Equestrian Centre”.

The Equestrian Centre has taught many children to ride who
have progressed to either making a career in horses or reaching
International levels.

From 1984 she ran the establishment on her own and in recent
years has run it alongside her daughter, Natalie, who is a
Partner. Natalie and her daughter, Diani, are both successful
British Eventing riders and can be seen out and about most
weekends competing.
